The Freda Thompson and Claire Embling Aviation Award, which is intended to assist in the advancement of
practical and/or theoretical training, has been established to honour the memory of Freda Thompson OBE, a
staunch member of the Australian Women Pilots’ Association By her example and friendship she was able to
encourage and inspire the members with whom she came into contact.

e In 1933 Freda was the first woman in the British Empire to gain an Instructor’s Licence.

e In 1934 Freda was the first Australian woman to fly solo from England to Australia. This flight
was made in a De Havilland Moth Major.

o In 1947 she was the first woman elected to the committee of the Royal Victorian Aero Club and
in 1948 she became the first woman to be elected its President.

The name of Claire Embling was recently added to the award to acknowledge the financial support from this
former (now deceased) member.
